Places nearby to walk the dog
Cli�on Green
At the end of the road turn right. Keep walking straight along Bootham and on your le� hand side you will see a small 
green.

Museum Gardens
Turn le� at the end of St Peter’s Grove, walk along Bootham un�l you come to the top of Marygate. Walk down to the 
bo�om and on the le� hand side you will see an entrance into the Museum Gardens.

River Bank 
Turn right onto Bootham, follow the instruc�ons for Cli�on green then go by the Grey Mare pub follow the road around. 
This path will take you all the way to the river or to the city center.

Castle Howard is a stately home in North Yorkshire, England, 15 miles north of York. It is a private residence, and has been 
the home of the Carlisle branch of the Howard family for more than 300 years.
