Places nearby to walk the dog
Weymouth Beach 
There is a dog friendly area all year round at the Weymouth Pavilion end of the beach and at Preston Beach. 
No dogs on remainder of beach from Good Friday �ll 30 October.

Radipole lake
A beau�ful nature reserve in the middle of town. Its boasts a variety of wildlife that can be spo�ed, including kingfishers 
and o�ers. There are two flat nature trails and one hide (8.30 -4.30). There is also a visitor’s centre open from 9 am – 4pm 
with a small café. Dogs are welcome if kept on a lead. 

Jordan Hill 
Situated above Bowleaze Cove is Jordan Hill that has beau�ful views of Weymouth Bay. There Is also a lovely café with 
indoor and outdoor sea�ng. Dogs are allowed off leads all year round here. 

Nothe Gardens
With stunning views of Weymouth and Portland harbours this is a beau�ful area for you and your dog. There is a café and 
toilets here, perfect for a picnic. Nothe fort and Newtons cove are also located here. 

Rodwell Trail
Approximately 2 mile long trail running from Westham Halt to Ferrybridge. The trail follows the historic track bed of the 
Weymouth & Portland railway. Many interes�ng sights can be seen such as the World war two gun emplacement viewing 
point, Rodwell sta�on and the once site of Whiteheads Torpedo factory. It is advised to keep dogs on a lead for this walk 
as it can get busy with bikes and pedestrians.
